ABSTRACT

The first purpose of this study was the features and the advantages and some
problems in unified secondary schools make result clear by the whole trend of in
national surveys. The second purpose of study was compare the three topics (about
establishment, about type of installation, about start year) to clearly. The subjects
were collected in 118 schools (19 secondary schools and 99 cooperative schools),
conducted questionnaire survey among unified secondary schools nationwide. Analyze
of the each three topics, the questions about unified secondary schools were answered
by each of the five points scale. Subject to the survey interview, the cooperative style of
S-school principals and teachers was conducted. The results of the questionnaire
survey, more than 90% of the schools, pointed out "improving student achievement, "
about items feature unified secondary schools. Can be point out about advantages,
these take advantage ambitious the education had better done in private schools. The
problems can be points out for the " pupils guidance" in national and public schools,
and "examination" was in private schools. Also, that can be points out by type of
installation, "pupils guidance" in secondary schools and "examination" was in
cooperative schools. S-school had important school management problems. They have
to produce feature of the school while raised the student results, was pointed out from
the case study. By the survey, the education is utilized from that purpose of
establishment. But at the same time, "sure academic ability " was policy shift by the
"examination" also combined with problems about. The school need to resolution of this

dilemma to produce feature of the school.
